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times in our program has allowed us to boat more crews.

Lastly I would also like to thank my fellow committee members for all their 
hard work and support throughout the year; and also that of the membership 
whom without we would not have a club.  Well done.

We had intended to provide the profit and loss and bal-
ance sheet statements for you to review now. However, 
a number of important entries happen as part of the audit 
process and as these have a significant impact on the end 
result we have decided that it will be better to wait and 
publish the audited accounts.  For example, the licence 
fee income of over $27,000 and depreciation expense of 

$11,000 are only brought into the books at the time of audit. We will publish 
the audited accounts when available.

In reality, we manage the club on a cash basis and the role of committee is to 
ensure that there is adequate cashflow to meet the club’s needs.  We are not 
in the business of accounting tricks to make the Profit and Loss and Balance 
Sheet Statements look pretty!

So on a cash basis, the club’s income for the year was almost exactly the same 
as expenses for the year with the bank balance ending the year just $75 less 
than the balance at the close of last financial year. The club maintains a healthy 
$59,000 in the bank.  This was a good result as this was a year when hall hire 
and bar revenue both had to drop in order to comply with Liquor Licensing 
and Lease requirements. 

In terms of income:
•	 The club collected almost all race fees and overhead expenses incurred 

this year.  We did try to ensure that there were no negative balances left for 
this year but did not quite manage that as there were a few stragglers.  At 
year end the total balance of race fee accounts is positive by over $2,500.  
Thank you to all members who regularly ensured their race fees were paid 
up correctly and to the coaches who played their part entering crews on 
the RRC system and helping ensure everyone had paid up. 

•	 Fundraising raised approximately $7,500.  Many many thanks to everyone 
that sold chocolates (please see the list provided later in this report) and to 
Joe Lian-Lloyd and Nicole Stupka for organising the chocolate drive.  The 
Trivia night organised bye Emma Catford and hosted by Justin Thomas 
was the other big fundraiser.  Thanks to them and to those who came with 
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deep pockets to make the night a 
success! 

•	 Membership income is down by 
about $5,000 on last year reflect-
ing a slightly lower membership 
this year.  The renewed focus on 
retaining new members through 
Learn To Row and Develop-
ment Squad will help build num-
bers with already 15 new members in June. 

•	 Changes to liquor licensing have meant that we can no longer raise money 
from the bar.  This means that we are down about $3,000 on previous 
years.  Hall hire income was also down on last year.

In terms of expenses:
•	 As the Boathouse Redevelopment Project continues, we have incurred 

expenses of over $5,000 associated with architect and planning costs. 

•	 Insurance cost approximately $2,000 more than last year 

•	 Repairs and Maintenance for the Boathouse and Fleet were down by about 
$2,000 combined on last year which is pleasing to see.

In terms of processes:
•	 We tightened up the regatta entry & race fee payment process successfully 

for most of the year.  Thank you to all members for ensuring your race fee 
accounts remained positive and to Nicole Stupka and the coaches for sup-
porting this process. 

•	 The Committee has reviewed the membership base in line with the Rules 
of Association and written off members that have not paid membership 
fees for the stipulated timeframe. 

•	 RRC continues to be ably supported by Baldwin Consulting who make the 
Treasurer’s job manageable, many thanks in particular to Liz Baldwin. 

•	 I must thank Tim Evans for all the work he has done on the club adminis-
tration side of the website and the support he still gives.  This is a signifi-
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cant change from when I was last Treasurer and again makes the job so 
much more manageable than when tracking memberships and race fees 
was a manual task!

There were no asset purchases this year.  Fundraising has provided enough 
funds to purchase a novice four when a suitable boat becomes available.  The 
plan for fleet turnover and purchase is included in the Action Plan for FY10 
that has been distributed to all members and we will need to continue to fund-
raise in order to fulfil this.

This is also a good time to remind members that we do have tax deductible 
donation schemes through the Australian Sports Foundation for both our 
Boathouse Redevelopment project and Fleet renewal.  It would be great to see 
members using this facility, particularly as the club tries to stretch its finances 
to both continue to invest in fleet and support the boathouse redevelopment 
project in the next year.

On the rowing front, participation, athleticism and 
a sense of community were prevailing themes for 
the year.  

Participation

Richmond had ~70 members attending ~20 
regattas in Melbourne, Victoria and interstate.  We 
were out in full force for the Head Racing Season, 

the National Indoor Rowing Championships, the Rowing Victoria Score Club 
Sprint Season and Masters Racing.  As a club we left few regattas empty 
handed -- lots of bling was brought back to the Tiger den over the course of 
the season!  

Corresponding with racing and training objectives, we ran three camps 
throughout the season; one at Nagambie (October 2008) and two on the Yarra

Special mention 
to our Rowing Victoria Score State Champions, Masters State Champions and 
Masters National Champions:  

Winning crews at the Rowing Victoria Score State Championships were 
Sam Morrison in the men’s B grade single and Jim Cooper, Troy Durham, 
Sam Morrison, David Shorter and coxswain Derek Begg in the men’s C 
grade coxed quad scull.  Both crews were coached by Tim Evans.  Worthy of 
mention is a very close second place in the women’s D grade 8 coached by 
Nicole Stupka.  The crew of Anthea Amos, Sarah Henderson, Prue Cummings, 
Susie Ballantyne, Karen Doggett, Erica Tibbetts, Kim Farrant, Jenny 
Kozlovski and coxswain Mike Numa had the best row of their season in a very 
competitive field.

Boathouse Redevelopment

The Boathouse Redevelopment project will see 
the shed gain two additional boat bays for a total 
of four.  The bays are to be built on the Princes 
Bridge side of the existing building.  A balcony, 
gym/exercise space, offices and additional change 
rooms are planned for the expanded 1st floor.

A planning permit was awarded to the club in 
October, and further architectural planning and costing done in the October 
to March period.  At the end of June, the club is in negotiations with funding 
partners for the $1.25 million project.  It is expected that the club’s existing 
relationship with the Methodist Ladies College (MLC) will be expanded to 
provide 21 years of two bay’s rental fees in exchange for the up-front funding.  

The project’s benefit to the club is by way of extra space in the current bay by 
moving the front stairs outside the building’s existing footprint, the ability to 
rent the 4th bay to an as of yet undetermined school or club, and expanded first 
floor space and facilities.  It is also hoped that an agreement will be reached 
with the city to use the space between the refurbished club and Melbourne 
Rowing Club to store older fleet.  

Renewing the club’s lease on the boathouse, and ensuring that the boathouse 
can continue to be used for fundraising via hall hires is key to the future 
financial security of the club.  The issues surrounding this are covered in the 
next section.  

Liquor Licensing & Lease Renewal

The Richmond Rowing Club needs to change its Rules of Association (RoA) 
in order to be completely compliant with the Liquor Control Reform Act 1998 
(Vic).   This is why a set of changes to the RoA is being put to members at 
the July 2009 AGM. The club is required to be compliant with the LCRA as a 
precondition for changing the existing Bring Your Own (BYO) liquor license 
to a Limited Club license.
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Background
In 2008 the governmental bodies of Liquor Licensing (Vic), Melbourne City 
Council (MCC), and Victoria Police advised the Yarra Precinct rowing clubs 
they believed that no rowing club had a liquor license that permitted the hire 
of the hall to an external party for an event where alcohol would be served or 
otherwise made available. While the clubs disagree with this view, a drawn out 
legal battle would take considerable resources, halt hall hires until resolved, 
and have the potential to negatively impact the lease renewal process due by 
March 2014.

The governmental bodies are amenable to changing the boathouse leases to 
insert clauses that would allow Liquor Licensing to issue a license that can 
permit hall hires with alcohol sales to crowds of predominantly non-members.   
The changes to the lease would stop such disagreements with the relevant 
governmental bodies from reoccurring.

In exchange for this, clubs must draft and agree to a Yarra Rowing Precinct 
management plan that would provide a uniform approach to alcohol 
management, precinct security, cleanliness, and recreational use of the area.  

The plan and changes to the leases are in their drafting stages, and expected to 
be finalised in the 2009-2010 season. 

Hall Hires

I am pleased to report that Laura Schouten managed hall hires for the club 
in the 2008-2009 year.  This has been a great help both to free up the role of 
HoCD to focus on the redevelopment project, and to provide more flexibility 
in meeting and managing potential hires. 

Laura has done an excellent job.  Her work has brought approximately 
$20,000 to the club’s operating budget, which has enabled among other things 
the day to day running & cleaning of the boathouse, and repairs to the fleet.  

Fundraising

The club ran two major fundraisers during the 2008-2009 season.  I would like 
to personally thank those that organised these two events. 
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First, a Cadbury chocolate fundraising drive was organised by Nicole Stupka 
& coordinated by Joe Lian-Lloyd.  Enthusiastic club members took initiative 
& ownership for the fleet’s renewal and sold lots of chocolates! In fact, highly 
scientific analysis shows that more chocolate calories were sold than rowing 
calories were burned by the 180 crews racing Head of the Yarra!  

Second, a wildly amusing yet bizarrely educational Trivia Night was organised 
and held by Justin Thomas & Emma Catford. The evening answered questions 
such as: (a) enumerating Switzerland’s four official languages, (b) which male 
rower can do the most push-ups, and (c) which female rower can hold a brace 
the longest.  Sally Allen and her band of merry masters rowers easily won the 
award for best decorated table with an elaborate jungle theme that included 
costumes and foliage. 
 
The serious side of fundraising is that it enables fleet renewal.  As a result 
of this year’s efforts, the club is actively looking to buy a newer-generation 
lightweight regulation four. A few boats have been viewed but none suit the 
club’s needs as of yet.

The RRC boat trailer did not escape the injury list this year either with it 
requiring a new axle and wheels. Thankfully no one was hurt in the incident – 
just some pride.   

Non-fleet issues around the club were also brought to my attention. The 
kitchen’s fridge and oven needed some TLC and are now running well. 
Neville Smith has started cleaning the Club the quality of work has improved 
markedly. The RRC hall floor was also given a new lease on life. The codes 
have been changed for all security doors and the external doors and roller 
doors have been painted. 

As part of the new safety standards a manual inflating PFD has been purchased 
and is now at the club.

I would like to thank the following people for their continued help through out 
the year: Mike, Roberto, Andrew, Martin and Barry.

In August 2008 Rowing Victoria (RV) 
commenced consultation and circulation of 
their Safety Management Plan (SMP) for use 
by all affiliated clubs, schools, associations, 
colleagues, universities and regatta organising 
committees.  Introduction of the SMP was, in 
part, a response to changes to the Marine Act 
1988 a few years ago, which introduced the 
requirement for all occupants of a rowing boat 
not engaged in ‘formal training or competition’, 
to wear a Personal Floatation Device (PFD).  As 
such RV have, in consultation with Marine Safety 

Victoria, developed an approved SMP, which if followed avoids the need 
for rowers and coxswains to wear a PFD.  Full compliance with the SMP is 
required by June 2010.

To date RRC has already achieved a number of the necessary requirements 
and will continue to work with RV over the coming 12 months to ensure all 
obligations are met.  A major focus during the latter part of 2008 was the 
introduction of compulsory coxswain accreditation and boat race official 
training for all members wishing to compete at RRC. Members embraced 
this move with the majority achieving these goals. An audit of all accredited 
coxswains, etc, will be conducted at the beginning of the 2009-10 season, with 
emphasis again drawn to the attainment of critical qualifications.  Furthermore 
an education program designed to inform members and coaches of their 
responsibilities, regarding safety both on and off the water, will also be 
established to commence in the 2009-10 season.  Below is an overview of the 
club’s progress against the compliance timetable set out by RV.

RRC 
commenced assisting members achieve the 
mandatory requirements in January 2009.  To 
date approximately 40 members have satisfied 
the L2 component.  RV have now released 
the multi-choice test so scheduling of those 
assessments can begin.

this season. She organised two training camps including the Head of the 
Goulburn and Nagambie camp barely 4 weeks into the role.
